LEARN TO DRAW Help your child to draw Rahab, using the example
and grid provided. Then, have your child color the drawing.

STUDY ACTIVITY
MATCHING CARDS After your child cuts out the cards, have him use
the clues and scriptures to match each character card to an object
card.

COLLECT AND LEARN
BIBLE CHARACTER CARD Read the profile with your child. Ask
the questions on the card. As a family, use this card and the other
cards available on jw.org to find the following two Bible characters,
besides Rahab, who did not serve Jehovah at first but later started
to worship him: (1) a missionary who used to persecute Christians
and (2) a Moabite woman who became an ancestress of Jesus Christ.
